Information: About 150 years ago , Brahamchari Sagarji wanted to have a temple built but he died. His disciples built a samadhi and established his charans. It is common belief that wishes are fulfilled by his wooden slippers. Thousands of people celebrate Rathyatra on Kartik Badi 5th every  year.

Mahavir Temple:

Main pedestal has the idol of Bhagwan Mahavir flanked by the idols of Tirthankars Adinath and Parasvnath. Another sanctum has the white padmasan idol of Bhagwan Mahavir and the wooden slippers of Brahamchari Mehtisagarji. In the basement is a Sahastrakoot Jinalya of Sam. 1665 which has 1008 Jin images. There are many more stone and metal idols of Tirthankars.

How to reach: Dahigaon is 35 km. from the Baramati station of the South Central

Railway.

Lodging: Dahigaon has three well equipped Dharamshalas with 50 rooms.
