Ellora

Information: Ellora caves are world famous. There are 34 caves. Cave # 1 to #12 are of Buddhism, Cave # 13 to 29 are of Hinduism, and Cave # 30 to 34 are of Jaina. Cave # 30 - This is called 'Chota Kailash'. It was built in 1247 A.D. It is 130 X 80 ft.; As we enter, the happy birth scene of Bhagwan is depicted. Deities are shown offering flowers, dancing and singing with musical instruments. Indra's image is about 8 ft. tall. It has 20 pillars carved with images of Yaksas. On either side are carved 7-7 idols of Tirthankars. Main idol is of Bhagwan Parasvnath. Four Goddesses are helping him. Cave # 31 - The hall has six pillars. On the left wall is the image of Parasvnath. Flanking him are Deities. The right wall has a broken image. Then comes the idol of Bahubali , on both sides of Him, Deities are having garlands in their hands. Cave # 32 - This cave is called Indra Sabha. The art work in the ceiling is world famous. The sculpturing is real good, it looks alive. As we enter the hall, we see the carved image of the Tirthankar, on the left wall is image of
