Karkal

Information: 42 ft. tall Gomatesh idol was got set by Bheras Oday's son Yuvraj in 1436. Every twelfth year worshipping is done on a grand style. The hillock is 300 ft high. To go up are 212 steps . According to the inscription in Chaturmukh Basati, it was built in 1586 by king Bhervendra. The pillars are beautifully carved. It has doors on all the four sides. There are twelve 20 ft. tall idols. Among the many ancient temples in Karkal are  Ananthnath basati, Guru basati, Aman Basati.

How to reach: Railway train available, Bus available, Taxi available and can go by car.  Near by station is Manglore - 51kms.
