Mangi Tungi

Information: These two peaks are on the hill Galna which is about 4400 ft. above Sea level. 2300 years ago Srutkevali Acarya Bhadrabahu came here with his big group at the time of great famine in North India. His idol in a cave is still there. Millions of munis attained liberty here. At the foot hill in Sam. 1870 acarya Rikhavdasji got built the Jinalya and Dharakmshala. Parasvnath Jinalya was built in B. Sam. 1915 by Gandhi Devkaran.

To go up the hill are 3200 steps. On the way up, we can see the caves of Shudhji, and Budhji which have Tirthankars' idols. Mangi has about ten caves. Mahavir cave has the Tirthankar Mahavir idol of white granite in sitting posture. Cave # 6 has the main idol of Parasvnath, beside His,  are the images of Adinath, and many images of Arhants and Munis. Each cave has many idols and carvings of Arhants. In one cave Sitaji's charan are engraved in memory of her doing penance and meditation there. After visiting Mangi we should come down some steps, go and climb the steps of Tungi. First comes Chandraprabhu cave, in addition to the idol of Chandraprabhu it has 17 other idols. Near to it is the Bhagwan Ram Chandraji

How to reach: Railway train available, Bus available, Taxi available and can go by car.  Near by station is Navapur - 80kms. And Manmad 97kms. Near by bigger city is Taharabad - 9.7kms. Bas and taxi are available from here.  From Manmad station on Bombay - Nagpur line to Tarabad via Satana by

road is 115 km. and 10 km. more.
