Moodabidri

Information: This place has 18 Jain temples. Many inscription stones describe the history of this place. Guru basati was got built by a muni in 714 A.D. when he saw the ancient idol of Tirthankar Parasvnath. This basati has the collection of 900 years old leaf manuscripts of Dhaval, Jaydhaval, and Mahadhaval. These have painted boarders. Chandranath temple is one of the most beautiful temple. It is  three storied. Different halls have been built in 15th century. Big entrance has wooden door with carvings of Tirthankar Parasvnath. On either side of the steps to the door is elephant. The columns are splendidly carved. No two columns are similar. Gems studded idols are also here. Main idol of Tirthankar Chandraprabhu is of an alloy of five metals, 9 ft high. On both

sides are multilamps  posts. In light the shining idol looks real pretty. 2nd floor has the idol of Tirthankar Mahavir, 3rd foor has brass and stone
