Podanpur 

Information: Podanpur is in Boribali -Bombay. This has been built by the inspiration of Muni Nemisagarji. As we climb the steps of this marble dais, on left and right are the marble canopies. One has the foot signs of Acarya Shantisagarji and the other has foot signs of Acaryas Neminath, Virsagar, Kunthusagar, and Shivsagarji. On the marble dais are three huge idols, in the middle is of Tirthankar Rishabhdev 31 ft. tall, on left is of Bhagwan Bharat 29 ft. tall,  and on the right is of Bhagwan Bahubali 29 ft. tall. Behind these are the 24 Tirthankars on 24 pedestals. In the compound are many rooms for meditation of saints. In Bombay the other worth visiting temples are - Boribali Digamber Jain Temple has the main idol of Tirthankar Adinath, Temples of Bhuleshwar, Gulalvadi,

Jhaweribazar, Kalvadevi Rd., and Chaitalyas of Seth Hirachand, Ghasiram Punam

Chand, Chaupati etc. Other worth seeing places are - Prince of Wales Museum, Jahangir Art Gallery, Taraporevala Aquarium, Gateway of India, Taj Hotel, Zoo, Elephanta

Caves, Juhu beach etc.

How to reach: Podanpur Boribali is the suburb of Bombay about 30 km. from Bombay
