Information: Antariksh Parasvnath is  famous all over  India. King Shripal was sick by cancer, he became alright at this place. He found an idol of Antariksh Parasvnath in a well and built this temple in 1001 A.D. Jain poet Lakshman of 16th cent. in his poem

'Shri Parasvnath Vinti' States Khardushan husband of Ravana's sister Chandranakha made an idol in the forest and after worshipping saved it in a well. Other say this was set by Mali Sumali. It is said, the idol here was formerly suspended in the air about 10 ft. above ground, usupported from any place, gradually it has come down, and now it is only supported over an inch at one corner. To check this people pass out a paper underneath, it comes out clear except the corner. Antriksh Parasvnath Temple is in a street. The entrance is small, one has to bend down, In the hallway there is the window to the sanctum for the view of the idol. The suspended idol of Parasvnath is in the basement in addition to idols of Mahavir Swami dated Sam 1548, Tirthankars Neminath of Sam. 1548, Adinath of Sam. 1548, Neminath of Sam. 1808. Bricks used in its spiral float in water.
